PAVILION RULES & REGULATIONS

There are no refunds.

Reservation dates may be changed up to one (1) month in advance of the original reservation date,
but only if a comparable pavilion is available.

Each pavilion can accommodate up to 75 people (seating capacity is less).

Pavilions #1, #2 & #3 may be combined to accommodate up to 225 people.

Characters such as clowns, magicians, face painters, etc are permitted without a special event permit
provided they do not require large equipment or special sound equipment. Individuals may bring
their own sports equipment such as volleyball and/or netting, relay games, etc. with no additional
fee.

Taping, posting, or hanging of signage throughout the park is prohibited and will be removed.

All decorations must be removed and discarded by permittee. Charcoal must be fully extinguished
by occupant.

Patch Reef Park can accommodate for Special Events provided all City of Boca Raton Special
Event Permits, rules and regulations are met. (Special Event information packet is available upon request
561-367-7035.)

Special Event Permits MUST be obtained for patrons wishing to bring in bounce houses, caterers,
large sound equipment, play structures, fire trucks, fun buses or other special equipment.

Any reservation for over 199 people is considered a Special Event regardless of the equipment they
bring into the park.

Reservations for Special Events may only be reserved for pavilions #1, #2, or #3.

Bounce houses, play structures, trackless trains, etc. must be placed in the Meadow area.

Bounce houses must be accompanied by generators provided by the patron.

Kite flying in the park and baseball/softball games in the Meadow area are prohibited.
